Ronald Gene “Ronnie” Baldwin passed away Aug. 28, 2016, in Little Rock,
Arkansas.

Ronnie was born Feb. 15, 1953 in Stockton, California, moving to Wynne, AR
at a very young age. He was a dedicated law enforcement professional having
thirty years of serving his community with integrity, honesty, and fairness. He
was a proven leader. Ronnie started his career as an Auxiliary Officer for the
City of Wynne. He rose through the ranks eventually reaching Lieutenant over
the Criminal Justice Division. In 1995 he served as Chief of Police for the city
of Brinkley, AR. Ronnie was elected to the office of Cross County Sheriff/Tax
Collector in 1998.

After serving five terms as Cross County Sheriff, Ronnie retired from the office
Dec. 31, 2008. During his tenure as sheriff, Ronnie served as President of the
Arkansas Sheriffs’ Association as well as serving on the Board of Directors of
the National Sheriffs’ Association. He represented the office of Sheriff on
many state and national committees. In 2012 he became Executive Director of
the Arkansas Sheriffs’ Association, his dream job, what he always wanted to
do. Ronnie was elected as an alderman to the Wynne City Council in 2009
where he served until present. He was an active member of the St. Peter’s



Catholic Church and as well as being a member of the Parish Council since
2010.

Ronnie was highly respected, a Christian gentleman. He was a mentor to and
loved by many. He loved his family and was a proud Dad, Papaw, and Boppy.
He was his wife’s rock.

Survivors are his wife, Martha Ann Gahr Baldwin, mother, Margean lone
Baldwin, children, Ronald Gene “Bo” Baldwin, Jr. (Leigh Ann), Barry Baldwin,
Brittany Rodgers (Bryan), grandchildren, Taylor and Hunter Baldwin, Ty
Baldwin, Cannon and Gunner Rodgers, and one great granddaughter,
Bryleigh.
